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Chairman’s Welcome

-~ Welcome to this Spring edition of Park
News, and in particular welcome to the
new residents that have moved in over the
winter. While spring still feels a long way
away as | write the good news is that the
flood plain and balance ponds around
Buckingham Park have performed well
during the storms. We have experienced
record water levels on the flood plain but
the drainage system has worked and
prevented flooding in our community.

| am also pleased to be able to report that
we have frozen the precept (the element
of the council tax that is for the Parish
Council) for this year. We had a lot of
work to do in our first few years in getting
the council finances into order but | am pleased to report that we have now reached

a point where we can operate without an increase for 2014. It is likely that the District
and County Councils will apply a council tax increase on those aspects for which they
remain responsible.

Pot holes around Buckingham Park continue to be a problem until the roads are fully
surfaced. Taylor Wimpey has been filling in the holes when they are reported to them
but we need to be patient. The roads will be finished when construction work has been
completed as the works traffic will damage the tarmac if it is laid any earlier.

Parking continues to be an issue. Please park cars responsibly so that you do not
block other residents, junctions, road narrowing’s, or the bus route. Buckingham Park
is currently classed as private land until we are adopted by the County/ District Council.
However, we plan to request Double Yellow lines around key junctions and pinch points
as soon as it is possible to do so. Also, please be careful when driving along Colonel
Grantham Avenue. The bottom part is a blind bend and with cars parked outside

the flats the sight lines are completely blocked. Please reduce your speed and drive
accordingly. This is an issue that affects all of us. Be patient, and allow for a little give
and take. | recently had to intervene when | found two residents stopped facing each
other on Colonel Grantham Avenue and neither was prepared to give way or reverse
which prevented everybody else getting past too. While | am sure both thought they
were in the right, the result was hopeless and unnecessary.

Construction has now started on the last large building project on Buckingham Park,
the nursing home on Culpepper Close. The Parish Council responded to the planning
application last year with a number of objections, reservations, and suggested
improvements to the application. However, our response has largely been dismissed
by the district council planning department and the application was approved.

We have ordered more litter bins and Eric Martin and myself will be fitting them shortly
(weather permitting) near to the bus stops to help reduce litter. Please use them. We
will also be looking at some additional dog litter bins and sites for these have been
identified.

The link road to Berryfields looks to be making good progress despite the very wet
weather. It is due to be completed around June this year.

As Taylor Wimpey progress towards building the last homes on Buckingham Park it is
time to start looking beyond the construction phase and decide what is important to us
as a community. | would like to develop a longer term plan, with input from residents,
to help identify what the key priorities should be for the Parish Council over the next few
years. We will announce more on this initiative shortly but if you have any ideas please
contact me by e-mail anders_christensen@rocketmail.com.

ew Electoral Arrangements

Key Facts:

* Local Government Boundaries Commission (LGBC)
has made proposals for a re-jigging of the boundaries
that go to make up the area covered by Aylesbury
Vale District Council and the number of councillors
representing each ward.

e Looking forward to 2019, the proposals aim to even out
the number of electors represented by each councillor.

e The intent is to secure Parliamentary approval in time for
the new local elections in May 2015.

* A public consultation exercise commenced on 14th
January and will last until 8th April.

* Qutline proposals can be viewed on the notice board
outside the Community Centre. Residents can view
the proposals in greater detail on their website www.
Igbc.org.uk. Comments can be made directly to
consultation.lgbc.org.uk

The Proposals:

e Retains the same number of councillors (59) covering
33 discrete areas (36 presently).

e Willinclude 15 single councillor wards, 10 two councillor
and eight 3 councillor wards.

for Aylesbury Vale District Council

LGBC rejected the District Council’s proposal
(supported in this aspect by the Liberal Democrats)
that would have seen a discrete Holman'’s Bridge ward
encompassing Buckingham Park.

Their proposal is to instead combine Buckingham Park,
with the St Peter’s area of Meadowcroft and areas of
Gatehouse. This new ward to be called Gatehouse.

The Way Forward:

Your Parish Council are considering these proposals
and will be making their comments/objections known.

Residents of Buckingham Park are invited to consider
LGBC's proposals and comment direct.

LGBC stress that the proposals are not a done deal
and that they will consider all responses received as the
result of the current consultation process.

Residents of Buckingham Park now have a real
opportunity to influence the boundary arrangements for
future elections thereby ensuring that our interests are
best served by those elected as District Councillors to
represent the area. Your Parish Council encourages you
to contribute to the public consultation by making your
views known directly to LGBC.

Ofsted Inspection - November 2013

The staff and governors are pleased that Buckingham
Park has been recognised as a good school by Ofsted
inspectors in a report published in December (and
available to read on the school website.

The report highlights the good and outstanding teaching,
the good progress that children make from their starting
points and the good behaviour of children in lessons.

As a Church school, we are delighted that the inspection
team recognised that the school’s Christian values were
central to the life of the school, and that pupils’ spiritual,

Overall, the inspectors
found Buckingham Park to be a happy and welcoming
school, with a calm and purposeful atmosphere, which has
developed well since it opened. Opening a new school
and preparing for a first inspection is hard work and this
good outcome is very much a team effort.  Staff, parents,
governors and pupils share a strong belief in the values of
our new school and we speak highly of it - justifiably so.
